Abstract. The article represents a logical-semantic view
on referential relations created by indirect nominal groups in
the text. Various types of referential status of indirect nomi-
nals are analyzed to clarify the issue of resolving referential
ambiguity (opacity) by means of textual and non-textual fac-
tors. The role of the indirect nomination referent - the cognitive
object - and its focusing component is defined. Logical-math-
ematical and discourse theories contributed to developing the
typology of indirect nomination referents.

Key words: indirect textual nomination, reference and ref-
erential status, referent types.
